GET THE FACTS ON THEFT: WHO’S BEHIND THE PROBLEM?

With motorcycle sales and production decreasing the past couple years, it is to be expected While some steal motorcycles simply for their own personal

use or to take a quick joy ride, most bike theft is done at
the hands of professional thieves who know exactly what
bike or bike parts are in demand. These thieves are skilled
at maximizing the "return" they get on the bike...and at
covering their tracks.

that motorcycle theft would follow suit. However, the recovery rate for stolen motorcycles
has declined as well. According to the National Insurance Crime Bureau (NICB),
only 34% of hikes were recovered in 2010 with 17,047
recoveries out of 49,791 thefts.

This is worrisome when the price of g
motorcycles is often more than $20,000.

Here’s how these "professionals" work. Thieves strip the
bike down for parts (eliminating those with identification
numbers so they can’t be traced back to the original
owner), and then resell the remaining parts or reuse them
to build other bikes. They often build very pricey custom
bikes that are actually made from stolen parts and aftermarket
parts, and then sell them to unsuspecting buyers. They may also
sell stolen bikes whole, typically with altered identification numbers,
making them just about impossible to trace back to the original owners.
Some are in the "exporting" business, in which they sell parts overseas
that are almost never recovered. Unfortunately, many of these professional
criminals excel at their job and can find a way to steal just about any
bike they want. (And, the more lavish the bike, the more thieves want
to make it their own.)

And, that’s before customization, which can
add thousands of dollars more to the value of
the bike.

Despite the fact that motorcycle theft is decreasing, it is still a huge problem
when such a costly investment can be stolen so easily, especially with the state of our
economy. According to NICB, one motorcycle is stolen approximately every 11 minutes in
the United States and once a bike is disassembled, there is a slim chance of recovery. It is
also important to note that recovery rates for motorcycles are much lower when compared

to rates for car/trucks (those without a stolen vehicle recovery solution), as stolen motorcycle As bad as it is to have your motorcycle stolen, sometimes
that’s just one piece of the criminal equation. Many times,
the profits from bike thefts aid in continuing other

criminal activities, such as funding drug rings. The
bottom line is that these crooks are bad news and

need to be put out of business.

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INSTALL THEFT

DETERRENT DEVICES:

Theft prevention devices provide an additional layer
of protection that may deter some thieves.

Properly use a hike lock.

Lock two hikes together, if possible. This commonly
used approach will help deter some thieves.

Make sure the lock is tight around your bike. Extra
slack allows the thief the opportunity to cut or chisel
off the lock.

Lock your bike to a secure, immovable object. Often
times, thieves just lift bikes into trucks or vans,
making wheel locks ineffective unless the bike is
secured to something else.

If possible, loop the chain through the bike frame.

Install an alarm.

These noisy deterrents may help ward off
some thieves. Alarms with pagers will notify
the owner quickly if someone attempts to
steal the bike. Alarms and locks can be an
effective combination, in particular to stop
the amateur thief.

Install a hidden kill switch.

Locks help prevent thieves from hoisting your
bike onto a truck or van, but kill switches
offer the added protection of disabling the
thief from starting the bike and riding off
into the sunset. Kill switches either disable
the ignition or cut power to the fuel pump.

off many amateur thieves and slow
down some of the professionals, the unfortunate
truth is that if a sophisticated thief really wants
your hike, he or she will find a way to steal it.
The professionals can defeat an ignition lock in
an average of five seconds and an electronic
alarm system in as little as 30 seconds. They also
know just where to look for kill switches and can
easily turn that switch off. And, locks can often
be defeated by cutting them or by simply picking
up the bike and loading it into a truck or van.
For those reasons, our third important step is to
install a stolen vehicle recovery system.
